CAFE STUDY (Substudy of Pfizer-
sponsored ASCOT trial): >2000 patients,
2001-2006

USA NATIONAL INSTITUTES OF HEALTH
STRONG HEART Study: >3,500 subjects
followed for an average 5 years in
epidemiological study

REASON Study: Does central pressure
augmentation predict CV outcomes in end
stage renal disease patients?

ROTTERDAM Study: Is arterial stiffness
associated with risk of coronary heart
disease and stroke?

Key Findings

Significant difference in central BP explained
differential outcomes in study designed to
manage all patients to the same target
brachial cuff pressure

Central pressures were strongest predictor of
CV outcomes, cuff pressures ceased to be
statistically significant when both in same
multivariate model.

Pressure augmentation was a strong
independent predictor of survival

Showed arterial stiffness is an independent
predictor of coronary heart disease and
stroke in asymptomatic individuals
